Aetna Better Health of Florida would like to inform you that we regularly augment our clinical, payment 
and coding policy positions as part of our ongoing policy review processes. In an effort to keep our 
providers informed, please see below for policy updates/reminders. 

Florida Medicaid Policies 
According to our policy which is based on Florida Medicaid guidelines: 

1. Early Intervention Services (EIS) - early intervention services are limited to members from birth to 
three years (36 months) of age. 

2. Immunizations – immunization and vaccine product procedure codes must be reported with a 
corresponding administration code for members. 

3. Radiology and Nuclear Medicine Services - fetal umbilical artery doppler velocimetry ultrasounds 
are allowed up to twice per pregnancy. Additionally, fetal middle cerebral artery doppler velocimetry 
ultrasounds are also allowed up to twice per pregnancy.
